
The will of Margaret Thomas of Maendy, Llanblethian, widow, dated 21st October 
1770.

All debts and expenses to be paid by her executrix.
To her sister Cecil Jones of Llansannor, widow, the two cows called Tulip and 
Canni, a heifer and a black mare.
To Jennett, wife of Edward Matthew of Ystradowen, to cows called Radlon and 

fW./i- Blackie and a brass cauldron.
To Elizabeth Jones, daughter of her sister Cecil, a brass pan, a round oak tea 
table, an oak chest of drawers, two oak boxes and a trunk.
The rest of her household goods to Francis Jones, son of her sister, Cecil.
To Jennett Thomas, niece of her late husband, £3 10s. to be paid within 6 
months of death.
The rest of her goods to her sister Cecil Jones to be disposed of to pay debts 
and the residue to be divided into five between Cecil and Margaret’s two brothers 
Rees and Leyson Howell and her sister Charity Cross and Mary Thomas.
